




















SUNLAND PARK FLYOVER WILL BE
CLOSED FOR THE LONG TERM

The Sunland Park fyover entrance ramp to I-10
East is scheduled to close on or around March 19.
Once closed, it will stay closed for at least six
weeks and possibly through early summer. This
closure is necessary so crews may open the all-
new Sunland Park fyover ramp to traffc.

During the long term closure of the fyover,
crews will be demolishing and re-building

a 600-foot-long section of pavement that
approaches the fyover ramp (highlighted in
blue). Simultaneously, you may notice crews
initiating the demolition process of the old
Tyover ramp itself, starting at the opposite end
of the ramp.

The I-10/Sunland Park interchange is the most
complex section of GO 10's six-mile work zone
because it involves the demolition and re-
construction of two bridges over I-10, as well
as the construction of two all-new overpasses.
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GO 10's broader goal is to be substantially complete with structures at I10 and Sunland Park by December this year.
To achieve that goal, drivers can expect 2018 to bring:

* more traffc disruptions at the I-10/Sunland Park interchange

e more signifcant detour routes

* traffc impacts to adjacent roads, such as North Mesa Street (SH 20), South Mesa Hills Drive and Doniphan Drive.

Motorists should avoid the I10/Sunland Park interchange whenever possible for the rest of 2018. Alternate routes
include North Mesa Street (SH 20), Transmountain Road (Loop 375), and Doniphan Drive to Paisano Drive (US 85).

Motorists who must travel through the interchange should:

a. avoid peak rush hours

b. add more time to their commutes
c. follow posted detour signs

d. pack a lot of patience
